Summary of Performance (SoP)

Rice Lake School District,   Rice Lake High School


The Summary of Performance (SoP) is required under the reauthorization of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act of 2004. The language as stated in IDEA 2004 regarding the SoP is as follows: For a child whose eligibility under special education terminates due to graduation with a regular diploma, or due to exceeding the age of eligibility, the local education agency “shall provide the child with a summary of the child’s academic achievement and functional performance, which shall include recommendations on how to assist the child in meeting the child’s postsecondary goals” 20 USC 1414(c)(5)(B)(ii). The information about the student’s current level of functioning is intended to help postsecondary institutions consider accommodations for access.  These recommendations should not imply that any individual who qualified for special education in high school will automatically qualify for services in the postsecondary education or the employment setting. Postsecondary settings will continue to make eligibility decisions on a case-by-case basis.

The Summary of Performance is best completed during the final year of a student’s high school education. The timing of completion of the Summary of Performance may vary depending on the student’s postsecondary goals. If a student is transitioning to higher education, the SoP, with additional documentation, will be necessary after the student applies to a college or university. Likewise, this information may be necessary as a student applies for services from state agencies such as vocational rehabilitation. In some instances, it may be most appropriate to wait until the spring of a student’s final year to provide an agency or employer the most updated information on the performance of the student. The Summary of Performance is most useful when linked with the IEP process and the student has the opportunity to actively participate in the development of this document.

DEFINITIONS

Accommodations = a support or service that is provided to help a student fully access the general education curriculum or subject matter.  An accommodation does not change the content of what is being taught or the expectation that the student meet a performance standard applied for all students. 

Modifications = a change to the general education curriculum or other material being taught, which alters the standards or expectations for students with disabilities. Instruction can be modified so that the material is presented differently and/or the expectations of what the student will master are changed.

Assistive Technology (AT) = any device that helps a student with a disability function in a given environment. AT can include simple devices such as laminated pictures for communication, removable highlighter tapes, Velcro and other “low-tech” devices.

Supports = Connections or coordination with outside agencies, personnel or other services or supports used in high school.

	Reading (basic reading/ decoding, comprehension and fluency)
	Sheila reads approximately 165 wpm at the 7th grade level.  She is able to decode familiar words easily.  She demonstrates difficulty decoding unfamiliar words which affects her overall reading fluency and comprehension level. When Sheila is presented new (unfamiliar) vocabulary words verbally and is allowed time to practice them in isolation prior to reading them in context, her fluency and comprehension are vastly improved.  She is able to comprehend at a 10th grade level when material is presented to her verbally.  
	Text reader, pre-teach vocabulary words in isolation, scan passage for headings, use preview and skimming skills, and small group testing.

	Math (calculation, algebraic problem solving, quantitative reasoning)
	Sheila completed the UW-Eau Claire required college prep math courses with support and is functioning at grade level. She is able to perform addition and subtraction calculations by rote.  She demonstrates more difficulty with multiplication and division facts and therefore requires the use of a calculator.  Sheila demonstrates difficulty in solving multiple step math problems especially when she has to apply a formula to come up with a correct answer. Sheila understands basic accounting skills and can set up a budget that includes paying for interest on loans or credit cards.
	Provide a problem solving guide with sequential steps, provide examples, use of calculator, use of study guide for tests and small group testing.

	Written Language (written expression)
	Sheila writes at about the 5th grade level.  She is able to write complete sentences with subject and verb agreement when prompted.  However, when she has to write a lengthy paragraph she frequently reverts to writing in fragments and/or run-on sentences.  Although she is usually able to convey her meaning through her written words, without the use of a word processor, her writing includes grammar, spelling and punctuation errors.
	Extended time requirements, 1:1 teacher assistance, provide model and scoring rubric, word processor with spell check and grammar check and small group testing.

	Functional Performance* (e.g. general ability and problem solving, attention and organization, learning skills, communication, social skills, behavior,  independent living, environmental access and mobility, self-determination and self-advocacy, career/vocational/transition/employment and additional considerations that may assist in making decisions about disability determination and accommodations)  
	Sheila is a conscientious and hard working student who uses her class time and structured time wisely.  She has good attendance, good organizational skills, is dependable and responsible. She is an auditory learner. She can be quiet during class and is afraid to ask questions in a large group.   She understands that she has a disability in reading and writing and realizes how important it is for her to use assistive technology to be successful, although she does not always initiate the request.  She understands that she will need to qualify for eligibility to access accommodations and services at UW-Eau Claire.  Sheila is able to complete a job application and participated in simulated interviews. She has many friends and chooses healthy recreational and leisure activities like going to movies and the mall, attending sporting events and skiing. She is able to do her own cooking, cleaning, grocery shopping and laundry.  She also has a driver’s license.
	Sheila knows who to contact and where to go to get assistance and is comfortable initiating assistance when she needs support.



Present Level of Functional Performance is information that is considered in making decisions about disability determination and needed accommodations.
