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PARTICIPANTS WILL. . . 

Career Exploration:

·   Participate in three to four career exploration work sites.

·   Demonstrate work preferences and skills attained through verbal or written expression about each placement.  

·   Make decisions about future employment based on experiences in the program.

·   Create a professional portfolio including a list of achievements, a résumé, a list of references, pictures, and letters of recommendation.

Job Specific Skill Development:

·   Achieve quality standards for each work site.
·   Master specific tasks of each job.

·   Identify job skill strengths and weaknesses of various placements through lists, models, or other media.

·   Maintain appropriate pace while working and complete expected quantity of work.

Employability Skills:

·   Collaborate with team members, co-workers, and management staff through  teamwork.

·   Accept supervision and constructive feedback from supervisors, instructors, and job coaches.

·   Wear appropriate attire for each job site.

·   Arrive and leave the workplace on time, including meals and breaks.

·   Be cooperative and courteous.

·   Demonstrate a positive attitude toward work.

·   Attend class and work on a daily basis with minimal absences.

·   Be exposed to various job interviewing techniques.

·   Assess situations and use problem solving skills.

Communication Skills:

·   Interact appropriately with people in the work environment.

·   Maintain appropriate conversation with others in the workplace.

·   Ask for assistance, clarification, or direction when necessary.

·   Recognize and cope with frustration in the workplace.

Independent Living Skills:

·   When available, navigate public transportation independently.

·   Prepare and maintain budget based on current income or work sites. 

·   Master basic money management skills including check writing and making change.

·   Utilize vending machines, debit machine system, and/or other money machines.

·   Utilize nutritional information in everyday living.

·   Maintain appropriate hygiene (well groomed, hair brushed, nails cleaned, clean clothes, bathes regularly).
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
