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ADRC Enrollment Counselor provides information about IRIS (SDS Waiver) including the IRIS monthly budget amount and also SDS in Family Care








IRIS Independent Consultant Agency (ICA) provides comprehensive   orientation, information & assistance about IRIS.





IRIS Independent consultant reviews and approves participant support and service plan, which covers all community long term care services








CMO IDT, which includes the participant, develops care plan that sets SDS budget amount





IRIS participant selects a consultant and develops own support/service plan within monthly budget amount determined by the long term care functional screen content








Inter-disciplinary team (IDT) provides information & assistance about SDS in Family Care





Participant purchases services through fiscal agent or co-employment agency 











IRIS participant purchases services and  IRIS  Financial Services Agency (FSA) pays the bills. May hire workers or use agency services.








CMO IDT reviews and approves participant’s SDS plan for some or all services








IRIS participant, Fiscal Agent and Independent Consultant ensure  that service spending remains within budget.








If IRIS participant’s needs change, participant contacts ADRC to modify functional screen and to recalculate the IRIS budget





CMO IDT monitors SDS plan and participant’s status








If participant’s need changes, care plan and SDS budget are adjusted and functional screen is modified, if appropriate.





Potential participant contacts ADRC and receives Information & Options and Enrollment Counseling





ADRC determines functional eligibility for publicly funded long term care and assists with financial eligibility.
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
