The Rehabilitation Act of 1976 (amended in 1998 and currently undergoing reauthorization) assists eligible people with disabilities to prepare for and access meaningful employment; live independently, make choices and be included in society.

Transition Services
“Transition services means a coordinated set of activities for
a child with a disability that… 

· is designed within a results-oriented process,

· Is focused on improving the academic and functional achievement of the child with a disability to facilitate the child’s movement from school to post-school activities…
Such as…

· post-secondary education, vocational training, 

· integrated employment (including supported employment), 

· continuing and adult education, 

· adult services, independent living or community participation.”
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
