The following are questions that will assist student’s team develop a Profile that answers the question:  Who Is This Person?  We use a process called Discovery which allows the team to look at the person not just from an academic perspective but from a functional and community life perspective.  The Profile will be a report that details who the student is as a person and how they interact with the people and community around them.  Please take some time to review and answer the following questions.  You are an important part of the student’s team and planning for their future.  Your input is valuable.

When considering each question, please think of the student/young adult.

1) What classes is the student currently enrolled in?  What have they taken in the past?
2) What are the IEP goals and objectives that have been worked on or continue to be worked on?
3) What types of accommodations and modifications does the student receive?  
4) What does the student’s typical school day look like?  
5) Where and when during the day does the student require personal assistance or accommodations?   
6) What types of tasks or jobs does the student do in the classroom or school?  
7) What types of activities in the community does the student do with school personnel?  Where do you go?  How does the student interact with others in the community?

8) What is the best part of the student’s day?  Week?  What is the toughest or most challenging part of the student’s day?  Week?

9) What friends does the student have in school?  How does the student interact with other students and staff in school?
10) Describe types of activities that the student does in school with regard to domestic skills.  What tasks can the student do?  With or without assistance?  
11) Describe academic skills (reading, math, time, and money) in daily tasks such as using an alarm clock, receiving change from a sales transaction, being on time to meetings, reading menus and order forms, etc.)

12) Describe Community Functioning Skills: (shopping, travel, asking for assistance, directions, traffic, and safety, etc.)

13) Motor/Mobility skills: walking, jogging, riding bike, etc.)

14) Describe communication skills:  talking to others on telephone, placing an order; explaining how to use something, giving a compliment, etc.)

15) Describe social interaction skills: (participating in a conversation, helping others, planning events, etc.)

16) Describe physical/health skills and information: (taking temperature and medication, making doctor’s appointment, etc.)
17) Describe vocational skills:  (what tasks can the student do that might be seen as a contribution by potential employers).

18) Describe all job experiences, job shadows, and any other employment related activities that have been done with the assistance of school personnel.  What tasks did the student do in each job experience?  What accommodations/adaptations were made?  What jobs/tasks were a good fit for the student?

19) What businesses (stores, shops, banks, etc) does the student and class visit or do business at?

20) What activities do you need personal assistance with or some adaptation?

21) When and where is the student at their very best?  Doing what?  

22) Please add additional thoughts or perspectives with regards to:

a. Ideal conditions for employment

b. What areas of interest the student has with regard to employment

c. Potential contributions to offer employers

d. Best personality characteristics

e. Current skills related to employment
