2.  RESIDENTIAL AND DOMESTIC INFORMATION

a. Family:  Eric is an 18 year old who lives in Brookfield, a suburb of Milwaukee Wisconsin.  He lives with his parents and three brothers.  Eric spends most of his time, when not in school, with his family.  Dad works as an Applications Engineer at the Oilgear Company.  Mom works at CESA #1 as an Educational Consultant.  Wesley works at Sendik’s (part-time when home from school).  Eric’s two younger brothers currently do not work.  He does currently receive SSI each month.  Eric and his family know their neighbors, the Martins, very well.  Mrs. Martin has cared for Eric numerous times over the last fifteen years.  
b. Extended Family:  Eric’s grandparents on both sides do not reside in the Milwaukee area. His mother’s parents live in Mishicot; his father’s relatives live in Janesville. He sees each pair of grandparents approximately ten times per year.  Eric does have an aunt and her family living in Muskego, about 20 minutes from their home.  Rarely do any of his relatives provide support for him.  

c. Names, ages and relationships of persons living in the same home/residence:  Eric has three brothers:  Wesley, age 20; Brian, age 16; Kevin, age 16.  Wes attends the University of Minnesota – Twin Cities and is home during holidays and the summer.  Brian and Kevin attend Brookfield East High School.  No pets.
d. Residential history: The family has lived in their current residence for a period of eighteen years, almost Eric’s entire life.  They know their neighbors, the Martin family, very well. Eric knows Fred and Sandy well.

e. Family support available:   Eric’s brothers attend the same high school as Eric does and when they are off from school, so is he.  Typically his mother picks him up or walks him home from school each day.  On occasion his brothers will walk him home as well.  Eric’s Mom drives Eric everywhere.  All three of Eric’s brothers are able to drive and could help transport him to and from places when not in school.  Mom says that when Eric obtains a job one day, she anticipates that she will be able to provide transportation most days prior to her arrival at her office.   Dad works nine hour days Milwaukee and says that his job does not allow very much flexibility.  
f. Description of typical routines: Eric will receive his diploma in June of 2011 when he exits high school.  He is currently not employed but he does have a job at the assisted living senior complex down the street from his home and is completing job experiences through his school.  

He typically awakes at six o’clock every morning during the week; seven o’clock on weekends.   During the school year:  

Monday through Friday - Awake at 6:00 a.m.; shower; dress; brush hair; eat breakfast which is usually a bowl or two of cereal, piece of toast or bagel, and juice; then he plays Wii video games (30-45 minutes); brushes his teeth, puts shoes and coat on, and goes to school at 7:35 a.m.  Walk home from school at 3:07 p.m.  When at home, empty backpack, have a treat, then either play some video games, make lists on the computer, play air hockey, or go on errands with mom.  If it’s warm enough outside, Eric will go for a walk through the neighborhood with mom or go out and play in the backyard.  Eric spends a lot of time in the spring, summer, and fall playing baseball, football, bocce ball, or horseshoes in the backyard with his brothers and parents.  He also shoots baskets.  Blowing bubbles is another great past time for Eric  

Generally, a family dinner occurs between 5:30 and 6:30 in the evening.  Eric will spend the rest of the evening going to sporting events, typing on the computer, playing video games, making lists, and watching television.  The family does go to sporting events in the evenings too.  He normally will go to bed at 9:00 p.m.  
Variations in his daily routines include:   
Tuesday mornings:  Attend Key Club meetings at 7:30 a.m.

Wednesday nights (8-10 weeks in fall and 8-10 weeks in spring) go to soccer.  

In May through July:, Wednesdays are baseball practice (Challenger Little League).  

During September-October: attend football games on Friday nights.  

From December to end of February, attend basketball games on Tuesday and Friday nights.
During the summer months:  

Monday through Friday – Awake between 6:00-6:30 a.m.; shower; dress; brush hair; eat breakfast; play video games; brush teeth, put shoes on; and get ready to leave.  

Three days a week, work at the Congregational Home in housekeeping/laundry (1 ½ hours)

Attend Summer school from 10:30-12:00 each day for four weeks.

Play outside with brothers and mom - baseball, football, bocce ball, or horseshoes in the backyard, shooting baskets, blowing bubbles.  Other activities that Eric is involved in include:  swimming lessons, errands with mom, and attend baseball games (June and July) sometimes two a day.  Attend day camp.  Lunch is usually at 12:00 noon or 12:30 p.m.; Dinner is usually at about 6:00 p.m. and bedtime is between 8:00 and 9:00 p.m. at night.

Saturday routine:  

Wake up at 7:00 a.m.; make omelets for breakfast; play video games; shower and get dressed; brush teeth.  Strip bed and wash sheets and pillowcases.  Hang out at home with family.  Make bed and clean room.  Run errands and shop.  Activities vary from week to week.  Lunch is midday, dinner is approximately 5:30-6:00 p.m.  Bedtime is usually between 8:00 and 9:00 p.m.

Sunday routine:  

Wake up at 7:00 a.m. and get newspaper from the mailbox.  Look through the Sunday ads and then eat breakfast.  Then shower and get dressed.  Church is at 9:00 a.m.  After church, come home and hang out with family.  Watch sports on television, play video games, make lists on the computer, check out eBay and Google.  Family may run errands or visit relatives.  Activities vary from week to week.  Lunch is typically around 12:15 p.m.; dinner between 5:30-6:30 p.m.  Bedtime is between 8:00-9:00 p.m.  

g. Friends and social groups: Eric’s Best Buddy is Brandon who is a junior at Marquette University High School.  They e-mail or talk on the phone about once per week and get together to go bowling at the Bowlero or hang out at Marquette High School with the rest of the guys in the chapter.  Eric says he has lots of friends at high school.  His best friends at 

school are Brian, Kendyl, Chuck, Jeremy, and Ryan.   He also likes Erica, Tom, Ashley.  Recently Eric and his classmates had a bowling and pizza party have school.  He particularly likes to go out to restaurants during community based outings at school with his classmates.  Eric also socializes with other children/adults when he’s playing TOP Soccer and Challenger Little League Baseball.  Eric and his family attend St. Dominic Catholic Church.  Eric was confirmed in April of 2008.  He attends church at least twice per month and participates in Christian Formation Classes for students with disabilities.  Delores, Mrs. Boucher, Ashley, Rachel, and Megan are some of the teachers and helpers that he spends time with besides his classmates.  
h. Description of neighborhood:  Eric lives in a nice neighborhood, in a suburb located just west of Milwaukee.  His house sits on a busy residential road that runs in front of the high schools directly across the street from the house.  The road was recently widened and sidewalks on both sides of the road were installed.  The houses are on large one-acre lots, and neighbors are nearby on either side of the house.  
i. Location of neighborhood in community: Their neighborhood sits about a mile into Waukesha County, just west of Wauwatosa, between Burleigh Road and Capitol Drive.  The City of Brookfield has a population of approximately 40,000.  There are a lot of businesses within a one mile radius of the home.
j. Services near home: The high school is immediately across the street from Eric’s home.  One-half mile south of their home is an assisted living senior citizen complex, office buildings, a church, private K-8 school, and a fitness center.  Approximately ½ mile to the north is the extremely busy intersection of Lilly Road and Capitol Drive.  Located at this intersection are three gas stations/convenience stores, insurance office and medical office, strip mall containing a camera shop, pharmacy, bike shop, and a garden/power tool store.  There are many other retail businesses that sit along Capitol Drive miles in either direction (east and west).  Within three miles of Eric’s home are the following businesses:  Restaurants:  McDonalds, Culvers, Qdoba, Arby’s, Burger King, Noodles & Co., Steak’N’Shake, Subway, Cousins, Schlotzky’s, Murf’s and Capitol Café; Stores and other retail include:  Walgreens, Target, and Kohl’s; Grocery Stores include:  two Pick ‘N’ Save stores and a Sendik’s.  Eric’s bank is nearby as well.
k. Transportation availability: There is no local city bus service that extends out into this part of Brookfield.  Public transportation is not an option. There is a Senior Taxi Service that can be utilized for some transportation needs.  Eric’s parents believe that they will have to transport Eric to and from places (work and leisure) while trying to make this work into their work schedules.  The family has not utilized any other type of support or help up until this point in Eric’s life.
l. General availability of recreation, community participation, entertainment: The City of Brookfield offers Parks and Recreation activities to include swimming lessons (indoor and outdoor), opportunities for many other adult activities, as well as music (bands) and other entertainment.  There are a number of movie theatres within a ten mile radius of Eric’s home.  There’s a bowling lane not far away as well.  Restaurants abound as well as many shops and stores.  There’s a local health club and a YMCA within two miles of his home.  The public library is open seven days a week in the winter, and six days in the summer.  There are Special Olympics chapters in the area as well as the ARCh which offers social gatherings and camp opportunities for individuals with disabilities.  There are a number of museums, athletic teams, and fine art events in the Milwaukee area too.
m. Specific availability of recreation, community participation, entertainment: Eric is a very athletic young man who enjoys both participating in sports and watching sports.  He plays soccer and baseball on two special needs teams.  He participates in swimming lessons in the summer time as well as during the school year in school.  He walks on his family’s treadmill and walks around the neighborhood with his parents.  He also attends many school football, baseball, basketball games, and track meets as a fan.  He will sometimes go to professional games too.  Eric enjoys bowling.  On occasion he will go to a movie.  During Community-Based-Instruction in school, Eric visits many stores and restaurants in the Brookfield area.  He knows his community well.  Eric does play Wii video games and enjoys keyboarding and using the computer.  He enjoys cooking and collecting cookbooks.  He also likes music and specifically Santana, Rod Stewart, and Lionel Richie.  He enjoys watching and collecting Sesame Street movies.

3.  Educational Information

a. History and general performance (school records, interviews, observations): Eric receives his education in a self-contained classroom at Brookfield East High School. Please refer to the attached Transition Plan for the courses that he has taken throughout his years in high school.  All classes are modified and aide support is available. Eric’s school records indicate the following:  Reading fluency continues to improve in a functional reading curriculum.  His sight word vocabulary continues to increase; he does not sound words out.  He comprehends reading material (short story/article) at a first grade level with 50-75% accuracy.  He writes short sentences and needs some reminders with regards to punctuation and capital letters.  

He does number math problems using a calculator – addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division.  He is not able to do word problems.  He is able to do simple computation problems with pictures and manipulatives on his own.  He can count 1:1 consistently and can round to the next dollar.  He can fill in a simple bar graph and measure to the nearest inch.

He is described as happy and motivated in school.  Given clear expectations and a positive environment, Eric has few behavioral problems.  He is focused on his daily routine and watching/following time/schedules.  He thrives in an environment that is structured and routine oriented.  . 
b. Vocational programming/performance: Eric has had several employment experiences during school.  In his various job experiences, Eric was described by his job coaches as a pleasant, good worker who usually kept working until the task was completed. He would complete tasks within the time allotted during the work experience and with acceptable quality. He will try anything asked of him when directed and modeled first by the job coach, putting forth his best effort.  He needs a job broken down into manageable, smaller tasks and typically needs repeated practice to learn a job.  Once he has learned a job, he will perform the job the same way each time.  If he gets stuck or is unclear about the directions he does not ask for assistance, but would rather try to determine himself what to do and complete the task on his own.  He has a very pleasant disposition and is an energetic and happy worker.  When Eric is working he talks to others about topics that interest him.  He enjoys praise and positive reinforcement while on the job.  He likes to hear that he’s doing a good job.  He will ask for praise and positive reinforcement and when not given by a co-worker or job coach, will praise himself.    
At the Full Option Science System (FOSS) Center his primary duties consisted of putting together project kits.  The kits have many activities which require various products be pre-measured, counted, packaged, assembled, etc.  Eric excelled at the FOSS Center primarily due to his appropriate behavior and his excellent counting skills.  His counts were almost always accurate.  This was an excellent match for Eric.  The environment accommodated his frequent verbal reinforcements and most of the tasks made use of his accurate counting skills and precise matching skills.

At the Wisconsin Education Association Council (WEAC) off ice Eric worked in an small office environment county bookmarks, stamping checks, and labeling.  Frequent interruptions due to normal office operations provided interruptions in concentration for Eric.  He enjoyed his office co-workers, but the job was not a match to Eric skills.  His WEAC boss enjoyed social conversations with Eric and understood that she need to coordinate her appearances with scheduled “break times” so as not to district him from his work.

Eric worked at Penzey’s Spices which is a warehouse setting.  He was able to complete many of the job clusters with minimal to no assistance.  However, no total task could be completed without assistance.  Eric typically followed initial directions and demonstrations, however, when redirection was necessary, Eric’s level of acceptance decreased.  Jobs included making and filling gift boxes, boxing and capping jars, taking empty boxes to the crusher, and stamping bags.  He appeared to like every job or task – no preferences were noted.  The tasks changed from day to day and thus not routine oriented or predictable in nature.  
His current work experience is at the school district central administrative offices (CAO) building where he delivers mail.  He’s learned the names of many individuals who work at the office and comes home enthusiastic and excited about his work at the CAO.  
For over two years, Eric has been working in the laundry room at the Congregational Home folding towels and bibs.  He is proficient at folding different sized towels and bibs, stacking them, and then moving them to a shelf.  He engages in conversation with fellow co-workers and has developed a strong friendship with them.  He volunteers two days per week during the school year and his mother continues the volunteer experience over the summer up to three times per week.  This experience has been a very positive experience for Eric and staff provided some natural support for him.

With each job/work experience, Eric enjoys social interactions with others and needs verbal positive reinforcement while doing his job.  He enjoys going to work and has an overall happy and excited personality.

c. Community functioning programming/performance:  Eric says that he wants to live with friends and his brothers after high school.  He will need assistance with personal and household tasks.  He can take care of some of his own basic daily living skills, but will need supervision at home to make sure that home and personal care are consistently cared for.  He will need to have transportation provided to him as there is no bus transportation available in the area.  He is learning to help with laundry and cook.  He is always supervised to a certain extent.  Eric’s teacher provides daily living skills training within the curriculum and school day that focuses on meal preparation, laundry, preparing a shopping list, etc.  Eric participates in community based instruction at least twice a week to work on finding groceries or other items in a store, rounding up and paying with the correct amount of money, social interaction with retail staff, etc. (consumer skills).  Goals on his last IEP included: functional reading and writing skills, identifying the title and main idea, math skills in regard to money (bills, cheaper, and more expensive), time, table and simple word problems), daily living and community based tasks (shopping, coupons, money exchange, ordering food, asking for help in store, following recipes and preparing meals), fitness levels through swimming and cardio-vascular activities, effective comprehension and expression of language (sentence formulation, grammar, conversations and exchanges, cause-effect problem solving, planning for peer socials), and use of a calculator.  
d. Recreation/leisure programming/performance:  Eric chose to participate in extra-curricular activities while in high school.  Eric is a member of Key Club and was a member of the Spanish Club last year.  He also got involved with Best Buddies at Marquette High School and has a buddy named Brandon that he spends time with on the weekends since they go to different schools.  Eric says he likes Brandon and likes to go bowling with him.  In the fall and spring of each year, Eric participates in a TOP Soccer program once per week while in the summer he plays baseball on a Challenger Little League team.  He is an avid BEHS sports fan attending many football, basketball, and baseball games throughout the year.  In his free time, Eric plays Wii video games, types lists on the computer and does Google or eBay searches.  His special education class had a bowling and pizza party a few weeks ago which Eric enjoyed immensely.  Eric has had parties at his house for his classmates too.  Eric loves get-togethers.
e. Conferences and trainings: Eric has attended a number of conferences as a co-presenter with his mom and teacher.  He presented and attended the following conferences:  Wisconsin Statewide Transition Conferences, Wisconsin Dells, (2008 and 2009) and Division of Career Development and Transition (DCDT) Conference, Milwaukee, (October 2008).  He has presented before college classes (Cardinal Stritch and Carroll University), numerous school district events (Cedarburg, CESA #1, Waukesha, St. Coletta’s Day School) including the keynote for the MPS Transition In-service Day in December 2008.  Eric will co-present in April at the Rehab Conference in Kohler, Wisconsin; Concordia College graduate class, the Inclusive Education Conference this summer, and at the Community Day on Transition in Yorkville, Illinois.  During a presentation, Eric advances the power point presentation and shares his self determination with the audience by reading it aloud.  He has a few slides in the power point that he speaks to as well.  He really enjoys being a part of the presentation.
4. Work Experience Information

a. Informal work performed at home: Eric occasionally sets the table, clears the table and puts dirty dishes in the dishwasher.  His mom says he is capable of helping with the laundry and cleaning around the house, although his mom usually performs many of these tasks.  He often helps his mom cook by stirring foods on the stove.  He will get ingredients out of the pantry or refrigerator to help make meals.  He brings in the newspaper and the mail for his family on the weekends.  He is able to dust and push a vacuum across the carpet.  
b. Formal chores at home: He is responsible for keeping his room clean.  He will put away folded clothes and help make his bed when asked to.  He can easily and readily fold towels.
c. Informal jobs performed for others:  Eric has not helped neighbors or others by doing informal jobs.  He, as well as his classmates, take messages in the classroom when the telephone rings.  
d. Volunteer work:  Eric has not volunteered at any jobs 
e. Organized work experiences: He has not received pay for job experiences.  They have all been unpaid up until this point.  A summary of his job experiences is included in the educational section above – 3 (b). 
5. Life Activities and Experiences

a. Current specific activities which are regularly participated in and which are important to Eric:  Eric enjoys typing lists on the computer and doing searches.  He turns on the computer, opens Microsoft Word or Excel, selects a font size of 26, and begins typing.  He types primarily with his right index finger and types at a steady pace.  He knows where the keys are and quickly types each word.  He types lists of cereal names, and word phrases including names of each classmate at school.  He will also type his own Community Based Instruction Calendar listing a different location each day as well as a variety of classmates that will participate each day.  Once his list or calendar has been typed, he places paper in the printer and prints out the information.  It is evident he knows his way around the computer.  

Eric enjoys playing Wii video games.  He plays a variety of games to include Mario games, Mario Cart, Sports games, and the like.  He maneuvers through each game confidently, never getting upset.  His hand eye coordination is very good in some games and not quite as good in others.  He understands how to operate the controls.
Eric enjoys going on errands, specifically shopping.  When he enters the car, he immediately places one of his favorite CDs in the CD player.  He chooses from Rod Stewart, Santana, or Lionel Richie.  He regularly shops and it is important to him that he get out.

b. Specific events and activities that Eric looks forward to each year:  Eric says he likes to go to Steve’s cabin up north, both grandparents’ homes, and going to visit other relatives. He often talks about his birthday and upcoming holidays, especially Christmas.  His favorite activity or topic of conversation is setting the menu for the party and secondly, receiving gifts and wondering what boxes of cereal he may receive as a gift.  He will sit down at the computer and write lists of people to invite and foods to make.  When talking about gifts, Eric spends a considerable amount of time researching large ticket items like pool table, air hockey table, sports equipment, trampolines, and the like.  He often times will research Sesame Street videos as he has a large collection of them in his room.  Anytime someone mentions an upcoming event, it’s something that Eric gets really excited about and will want to talk about it often.  Eric looks forward to going to camp each summer as well.
6. Description of Present Levels of Performance

a. Domestic skills: Eric assists with laundry and folds towels.  He puts his clothes away and assists with making his bed.  He sets and clears the table as well as helps filling the dishwasher.  He assists with making meals by stirring food in pots and pans on the stove and by retrieving ingredients from the pantry and refrigerator.  He will make toast, bagels, and waffles in the toaster.  He will pour his own bowl of cereal and juice.  He will dust and vacuum.  He picks up his room when asked.

b. Community functioning skills: Eric can accurately direct someone to many different familiar locations in the community by pointing which direction to turn when one arrives at an intersection.  He does confuse his left from right verbally.  He relies on others to transport him to places he wants to go to or visit.  He grocery shops with his mom after helping her develop a list at home and compares prices when he is with her to help her get the best deal. He has a joint bank account with his mom.  His mom makes deposits and withdrawals and gives Eric money on a weekly basis to use at school, in the community, and elsewhere.  He uses cash to make purchases.  On occasion, Eric will carry gift cards from local stores to use for purchases.  
c. Recreation/leisure skills: Eric eats out once or twice a week with his classmates during community based instruction trips.  His family eats out less than once per week.  During discovery, Eric visited Arby’s with his family.  Eric entered the restaurant and immediately walked up to the counter and greeted the employee behind the counter.  The employee recognized him and asked him how he was and what he’d like to order.  Eric presented the employee with a “popcorn chicken meal” coupon and then recited what he would like in the meal.  She waited for him to finish and asked if he’d like anything else.  She remembered that he often comes in with his class and almost always has a coupon for turnovers as well.  Eric said, no and proceeded to search his wallet for money.  He tossed a ten dollar bill in the direction of the employee and it landed on the counter.  He said “oops” and she politely said “that’s okay” and laughed.  She then placed the change in Eric’s hand and he put the bills and coins in the paper money area of his wallet.  

When patronizing a local store, Eric engages and interacts with employees.  At Pick’N’Save he readily greets and talks with the cashier and bagger.  His mother reports that when she shops without him, she’s always asked “Where’s Eric?”  Employees make an effort to interact with Eric and they welcome him with a smile and are ready answer to his questions.  

When checking out at the grocery store, the following conversation between Eric and the cashier occurred:  

Eric:  Hello




Cashier:  Hi Eric.

Eric:  “I had a good time shopping.”

Cashier:  “I’m glad to hear you like to shop.”

Eric will then try to “help” the cashier scan groceries.  Often times the cashier allows him to do a few items.  As mom scans her debit card the following exchange occurs:

Eric:  “Mom, are you debiting?”

Mom:  “Yes, you’re right – I’m debiting.”

Then as Eric turns to leave he asks the cashier:

Eric:  “Do you work at Pick’N’Save?”

Cashier: “Yes, I work at Pick’N’Save.”
Eric:  “Do you like working at Pick’N’Save?”
Cashier:  “Yes, I do.”
Eric:  “See you Saturday.”


Cashier:  “See you next time.”

Eric enjoys shopping and wants to shop all the time if he could.
d. Academic skills (Reading, Math, Time, and Money): Eric reads newspaper advertisements Sunday mornings and especially enjoys looking through the coupon inserts and grocery store ads.  He enjoys looking through cookbooks and cooking and food magazines.  He reads menus and makes a selection at fast food restaurants.  On the internet, he is able to search for and find sites that contain information regarding Sesame Street videos and books.  He also likes to search for General Mills cereals as well as Kellogg’s and Post.  He reads a digital clock to determine the correct time, but he needs assistance anticipating timed events. For instance, he needs to know what “time” something is going to happen.  Stating that in ten minutes or one hour, means little to Eric.  Given a specific time, he’ll wait until that time is reached.  Eric does not currently wear a watch although his parents indicate that they would like him to begin wearing one.  If not given a specific time, Eric will ask repeatedly if it is time to go.  With cash, he sometimes does not look closely enough at the numerical value of bills and sometimes counts a larger bill as a one-dollar bill.  He needs to be reminded to look closely.  His mother and teacher feel Eric needs assistance with more complicated and costly purchases, especially when purchasing multiple items.  Eric uses cash all the time.  His mom would like him to have a debit card to make purchases in the future.  He has little difficulty counting bills one-to-one.  He doesn’t check to see if he received the correct amount of change.  Eric has become very comfortable with carrying his wallet with him when shopping or going out to eat and has learned to put his wallet back in his pocket immediately after receiving change.  
e. Motor/mobility skills:  Eric occasionally walks with his mom from home to 124th Street and back, a distance of 1-1/2 miles one way, three miles round trip.  Eric will also go for walks northward toward Capitol Drive as well.  His mom feels that he is an energetic walker but does need to have someone with his for safety reasons.  Eric continues to play baseball, soccer, and basketball and has very good hand-eye coordination.  He can his a baseball, kick and run on a soccer field, dribble a basketball and make baskets.  He is also a good swimmer and is very comfortable in both shallow and deep water.  Eric’s printing and handwriting is large and difficult to read at times.  
f. Sensory skills: Eric is sometimes uncomfortable with having dirty hands.  While cracking eggs, he does not enjoy having egg whites on his fingers and will wash his hands between eggs when necessary.  
g. Communication skills: Eric’s speech teacher says his sentences continue to grow in length and he continues to demonstrate emerging use of a variety of grammatical structures.  Eric’s vocabulary continues to increase.  Speech intelligibility is often compromised at the conversational level during unstructured activities.  Eric has some motor planning difficulties that affect speech sound production.  He does some self monitoring of his verbalizations and when he does, his intelligibility increases.  When talking about familiar topics, Eric’s much easier to understand.  He is able to hold a short conversation about who, what, and where regarding family events that he has attended.  When speaking, Eric will occasionally pause as if trying to recall the specific word he is looking to use, and will sometimes stutter as he’s trying to get it out.  Eric listens intently when a topic interests him.  
h. Social interaction skills:  When interacting with others, Eric is still learning to take turns in the conversation. He is seen as a friendly and happy young man by his family and his teachers, who brings a smile and a ready “happy day” greeting everywhere he goes.  He will converse readily with someone who merely says hello back to him.  He’s not shy and is very outgoing.  He smiles and laughs when he hears something funny and will sometime laugh for no apparent reason at all.  He tends to walk with his head up looking for people to say “hi” to as they approach or pass him.  When asked a question, he sometimes responds appropriately if it’s a familiar question.  Unfamiliar questions will be answered with silly answers or no answer at all.  Typically a parent or another adult who knows Eric will re-word the question to help Eric understand.  People who know Eric love his friendly and happy attitude.  He is well known in the community.
i. Physical/health related skills and information: Eric had a physical examination last year by his family physician and was found to be in good health.  He has epilepsy which is treated with medication and a vegas nerve stimulator.  He did have scoliosis surgery five years ago which limits some of lifting activities.  Otherwise, Eric has missed no days from school.  

j. Vocational skills: Eric uses a mouse to navigate computer screens, he opens programs by clicking on the appropriate icon, he gets on the internet and navigates various web sites where he researches Sesame Street movies, breakfast cereal, and other areas of interest.  To type, he uses his right index finger for the majority of keystrokes.  He does look at the keys, but moves relatively quickly across the keyboard to type.  He uses search engines to find information. 
His teachers and job coaches describe Eric as reliable and they say that he is always very eager to go to work.  During the summertime, Eric’s mom has called the Congregational Home to let them know that he wasn’t coming to be absent.  When he does not understand a direction, he will sit and or wait.  He needs to have a model or demonstration of a task to understand what to do.  His job coaches describe him as someone who once he learns a job, will do the job the same way each and every time.  It’s difficult at times to change the routine and Eric needs direction and encouragement.  
7. Preferences: Work and Non-Work

a. Types of activities enjoyed:  Eric uses the computer for creating lists and doing searches on-line.  He likes keeping active and being around people.  He loves going to school and is very motivated to go the school each day.  He enjoys playing sports and being a spectator at games.  He particularly likes to grocery shop at Pick ‘N’ Save.  He enjoys playing Wii video games.  He likes folding towels and doing things that impress others.  He’s most happy when he has something to do.  He really enjoys his delivery job at the CAO.    
b. Kinds of activities Eric always wished could be obtained:  He would like to go shopping every day and could do that by being a personal shopper for other people.  He would like to be able to go more places and visit more people more often. 
c. Types of life activities the parent/guardian feels are most appropriate: Mom expressed that she would like to see him have more of a social life and more peers to hang out with. The family has always done things together and Eric has been a part of everything that spending a lot of time with friends outside of school has not been a priority until now.  Eric’s parents would like to see him get involved with ARCh teen and adult groups as a social outlet to begin with and then expand to other things.  Mom would like to see Eric have a job as a personal shopper because she believes he would be most happy.
d. What activities most enjoyed:  Eric specifically states he loves grocery shopping.  He has a variety of stores, both grocery and more general merchandise that he would love to go to every day.  He enjoys being out in the community.  Eric likes school.  Beyond that, Eric enjoys doing Internet searches for Sesame Street videos.  
e. Observations of activities most enjoyed:   This is consistent with item (d), above. Eric often talks/asks about going shopping and the conversation seems to revolve around what cereal someone likes and might want to purchase.  Eric often talks about upcoming events and when/what time he will go and who he will see. 
f. Observations of social situations most enjoyed: Eric talks with his friends one on one in structured settings at school.  His friends know what Eric likes to talk about and often times that’s what they converse about.  Eric will participate in activities with friends such as bowling, sports, and things like that.  Familiar conversations are exchanged relatively easily with Eric.  Unfamiliar are more difficult due to sometimes a lack of experience or understanding on Eric’s part.  He is interested in spending time with his friends and enjoys it. 

g. General type of work wanted: Eric often says that he want to work in a grocery store as because he likes to shop all the time.  The community based instruction that he does in school helps Eric work on following a shopping list and paying for items with the appropriate bill.  Making lists on a computer is another area of interest for Eric.  
h. Kind of work Eric always wished could be obtained:  Eric says he likes the idea of being a personal shopper.  He would like to do grocery shopping, but would shop elsewhere as well.  Eric would like to continue working in the laundry room folding towels and bibs.  He likes working with people and doing a job that he has learned to do well and is very routine oriented.   He would like to have free time outside work to play video games and to spend time doing searches on the Internet.  
i. Type of work parent/guardian feels is appropriate: Mom thinks that an occupation involving shopping would be ideal for him. She’s encouraged by the feedback from Eric and CAO staff regarding his mail delivery job at the CAO and thinks that this might be an area to consider for Eric’s future employment goals.  She really wants him to be happy and valued in his job experience.  His dad feels the same way as shopping is a high interest area.  Perhaps working in a grocery store stocking items might work too.
j. Work tasks most enjoyed: Eric says he loves to shop - anything to do with buying food.  He also enjoys folding towels and bibs.
k. Observations of work most enjoyed:  Consistent with the observations, above, Eric is eager to shop and does not need to be asked twice.  Food is a high interest area.  Additionally, he really enjoys folding and counting the number of folded towels and mail delivery.  
8. Connections: Work and Non Work

a. Potential assistance/connections in developing life activities from family members: Eric’s family takes him shopping to Pick ‘N’ Save and Sendik’s to do grocery shopping. They take him to all other stores, businesses, and other community experiences.  When Eric spends time with his Best Buddy, Brandon drives them to activities.  For all other activities, Eric’s family provides him with transportation.   

b. Potential sites for life activities/neighborhood:  The Congregational Home, Pick’N’Save, Sendiks, Meals on Wheels, Food Pantry in Waukesha, health and fitness center.
c. Business/employer contacts for leads through applicant, family, and friends: Neither mom or dad have contacts with people who are in hiring positions within companies and businesses in the area.  
d. Potential employers in family: None.

f. Potential employers among friends: The family is unsure if there’s anyone that they know that would be a potential employer for Eric.  
g. Potential employment sites in neighborhood: Brookfield provides the most likely source of potential employment sites.  There are two grocery stores that might be possible locations related to shopping.  Mom would like to look into micro-enterprise as a possible way to develop a job or career opportunity for Eric.  
9.  Learning and Performance Characteristics

a. Environmental conditions Eric likes best:  Eric is at his best in the morning and so would prefer working in the morning, four to five hours per day.  He would like to work up to three days per week during the school year and five days per week when he’s not in school.  Ideally a small group of co-workers is ideal.  He would prefer having a job that is routine and predictable.  Standing or moving around is better than sitting still.  Working inside in a more air-conditioned area would be preferable.  

b. Instructional strategies that work best: It seems that Eric does best when a task is explained to him, modeled and/or demonstrated to him, and then he’s given the opportunity to practice it over and over again.  Once he learns a technique or task, he will complete it the same way each time thereafter.  Use of lists and schedules would be helpful as well.  Eric is capable of doing more complex tasks as well as simple ones.  Eric responds very well to positive reinforcement and feedback from others around him.  It keeps him motivated and happy.  
c. Degree of supports typically required for learning and participation in community activities: Eric would benefit from being accompanied by a job coach.  Depending upon the type of job and expectations, fading the support should be attempted once a routine is learned and mastered.  Eric is a good worker.  Someone with patience and understanding of who Eric is and how he learns needs to be there for him to be successful.  Eric does bond with the people that he works with and seeing his co-workers and spending time with them seems to be an important component to his success in some of his job experiences.
d. What environments/strategies should be avoided:  Busy and crowded places are probably not good environments for Eric to be working in.  He can become distracted when there’s activity going on or other people are nearby.  An environment where he must sit all the time should be avoided.  A job which requires heavy lifting should be avoided as well.  He likes being around people who have positive attitudes.  Eric is perceptive enough to pick up on a bad attitude from another person that he’ll take on the same attitude.  
10. Flexibility/Accommodations Which May Be Required in the     Workplace and Community

a. Potential need for accessibility assistance, technology or personal assistance:

In the community: Eric needs assistance with getting around in his community since there is no bus transportation available.  The city senior taxi service will be investigated.
In the workplace: He would need considerable training in the job requirements and the business culture.  He would require some personal assistance at least initially.  

b. Personal habits, routines, idiosyncrasies:

In the community: Eric is eager to go out into the community.  When arriving at a store, he is reminded to stick to an adult “like glue” when walking through the parking lot for safety reasons.  He greets everyone he encounters during the day.  He needs to be encouraged to just say “hi” sometimes instead of “Happy Day”.  He’s very friendly to everyone he encounters.
In the workplace: He likes to be busy.  Quiet work or sitting still is not something Eric is good at.  Once he finishes a job, he’ll often times state “all done”, but not ask “what’s next?”  He needs prompting or a verbal reminder to do this.  
c. Physical health restrictions:

In the community: No trampolines or jumping on things.
In the workplace: Limit lifting heavy items.
d. Behavioral challenges:

In the community: Eric will sometimes walk too fast or not stay nearby.  He needs to be encouraged to stay close.

In the workplace: Eric has had few behavioral challenges at work.  It has been noted by job coaches in particular that Eric asks for verbal positive reinforcement that he’s doing a good job frequently.  He also likes to talk about topics that he’s interested in and will do some self-talking.  
e. Degree and type of negotiation and support likely to be required:

In the community: John initially needs someone to walk him through the required steps of a process.

In the workplace: He needs tasks broken down and someone to walk him through the process being taught to him  He will need a job coach or developer to help determine and negotiate the degree and types of supports that he will require on the job.
11. Information to be used for Profile Planning Meeting

a. Ideal work conditions:  Eric prefers environments that are structured and routine oriented.  He does better with smaller groups of people or in a one on one situation. He thrives in a structured and routine oriented life.  Knowing his schedule ahead of time is very helpful for him and allows him to feel secure and comfortable.  Ideal conditions include:  morning hours, four to five hours per day, a small group of co-workers, routine and predictable work schedule, standing or moving around is better than sitting still, and working inside in a more air-conditioned area.  During the school year working three days per week would be sufficient.  Once through with school, five days a week would be idea.

b. Summary of interest areas: He has a great interest in going out to eat at restaurants; likes to be around others/he is social, likes to greet people, going to and participating in sporting events, likes to cook and bake, likes to play Wii video games, and likes to make lists.
c. Possible contributions: Shopping off of lists is one of Eric’s strengths.  He is very good at counting and matching items as well as folding towels.  Eric is very dependable and routine oriented.  Once a job/task is learned, he will do the task the same way each time.  Eric enjoys coming to work.  He likes to be around other people, is proud of having a job.  He can also count items with a fair amount of consistency.  Delivering items might be a possible contribution as well.  
d. Tasks that might become employment contributions that Eric has performed: He would be able to perform job tasks involving shopping for grocery and other items.  He can fill boxes with a set number of items.  Other task that might become employment contributions include:  Count out the correct number of items to be placed in a box or container, fold linens – washcloths, hand towels, bath towels, bibs, and pillowcases, follow a grocery list grocery shop, interview individuals given a list of questions, make deliveries to common/known places, pick up branches, rake leaves, etc., shredding papers, bagging small amounts of groceries, pushing cart of groceries to car and loading car, assist with grocery shopping.
e. Tasks Eric could perform with support and teaching that might become employment contributions:  Working in a grocery store is a real possibility for employment for Eric.  Maybe developing his own micro-enterprise of a personal shopping business could be explored.  Eric’s ability to enjoy and do deliveries might be able to open job opportunities in large office buildings or businesses.  Since he enjoys folding items, perhaps a paid job at the Congregational Home or at the nearby athletic and fitness center might be a possibility.   
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
